Legion Building Community Center
On November 21st, the board meeting was called to order by Duane Caskey.  Secretary report was read and approved.  

David Reynolds offered a Golden Boy Rifle to put up for a raffle.  The cost of the rifle was $488.  Larry Ketelsen made a motion to purchase the rifle; it was seconded by Margaret Morrison.  The motion passed.  David knows someone who would engrave the rifle, for the person who wins the raffle, if they so desire.  Tickets will be later as soon as they are printed.  Dave agreed to keep it at the Redfield Feed and Supply, and will sell tickets.  Committee Members will also sell tickets.

The treasurer report stated that he paid $18456.37 to R & K Demolition of Slater for the demolition of the buildings.  This was about $1,400 more than the bid.  The extra was for hauling dirt to backfill the excavation site.  It took approximately 40 loads of dirt.  It was donated by the brickyard.

Discussion was made to get a line of credit to help with expenses, when construction gets started.  The bids have not been let yet, and will be after the final discussion by the committee on the final plans.  Some of the bidders are for a complete building, and some want to bid on above ground construction.

Julie Bailey said we need to get building brochures sent out.  They are going out to past graduates from Redfield.  She is going to apply for a grant from Home Depot.  There is consideration being given to apply for more grants.  Home Depot must be in by December 15, 2009.  Julie also suggested to hold a 5 K or 10 K run to be held in conjunction with Old Settlers.  Details are yet to be worked out.  She said it is a good fundraiser.  Registration can be done online, and can be done ahead of time.  It was suggested it could be done just ahead of the parade as they could come down the hill just ahead of the parade.  Jack Soulis made motion, seconded by Margaret Morrison to go ahead with plans for the run.

Larry Ketelsen has a sketch of building plans on his laptop.  He said he could present it to the public if someone so desired.

Dustin Lantz is going to prepare a building fund thermometer to be put up at the site.  A goal of approximately $350,000, which is strictly a guess at this point as plans aren’t final and bids have yet to be made.  Adjourned at 10:25am.
