The flu season usually lasts through March. So it is not too late to be immunized.

 

Q-Tip injury to ears: Repeated episodes of itching and pain in the ear can be caused by cleaning ears with Q-Tips. Q-Tips can injure the very sensitive skin inside the ear. Ear wax protects the ear from infection and injury. Ear wax at the edge of the ear should be removed by putting a soft wash cloth over your finger and gently cleaning around the opening of the ear. To avoid ear pain, itch and injury don’t use bobby pins or Q-Tips to clean your ears.

 

Remember the ear old doctor advice: “Use nothing smaller than your elbow in your ear”.
