Grand Army of the Republic Ceremony

A fine ceremony to rededicate the newly restored Grand Army of the Republic country post in Redfield was performed by about a dozen members of The Sons of Union Veterans of the Civil War on Sunday, May 25, 2009.  Mike Wallace, Director of the Dallas County Conservation Department, owners of the building, opened the program and introduced Pete Malmberg, the Museum Curator for Dallas County Conservation, gave a brief history of the G.A.R.  Mr. Malmberg then turned the program over to the Sons of Union Veterans for the official rededication.  Colors were presented, the Pledge of Allegiance was shared by all present.  The G.A.R. building was then rededicated to the community and the men who constructed it and met there for many years.  Then two volleys of musket fire followed and the colors were retired.  After the close of the S.U.V. portion of the program the Redfield American Legion Color Guard presented the colors, once again and Post Commander Roger Borcherding gave a short speech thanking the S.U.V. and Dallas County Conservation for the restoration and the ceremony.  The Redfield Post #261 members then fired two volleys of rifle fire to honor all Veterans.  The colors were retired and the ceremony ended, followed by refreshments upstairs in the Post meeting hall. The ceremony was attended by a fair crowd of Redfield, Adel, Waukee and Linden residents.

 

Members Darci Alt, Virla Caskey, Heather Godwin, Velda Groover, and Margaret Morrison, of the Redfield Development Committee furnished cookies, bars, coffee and punch to everyone who came upstairs to see the Hall.  Jean and Stacy Feller assisted them and served the punch and coffee. 

 

Visitors also toured the new Dallas County Military Museum downstairs, which contains a large display of memorabilia from the Civil War and those wars which followed.  There are many photographs of local men who served during and after World War II and several World War I group photographs, one of which includes two Redfield men.
