Jim Eide called the meeting to order at 9:07am on February 20, 2010. Officers present were Eide, Caskey, Ketelsen, Wagers & Gienau.  Total in attendance was 15.  

Secretary’s Report by Rick Gienau no corrections.  Additions of Yard sell (selling of a yard of Cement) & we had a donation of a Door from the old school. 

Treasure Report by Larry Ketelsen Total Cash Income 121,617.32, Total Expenses 40,983.23, Cash Available 81,020.49 

Gun Raffle sales- No update.  Nuts- Believe all has been sold and ordered more.  Grants-Julie Bailey report she has applied for a Casey’s grant for 2,000 & a Beck Foundation grant 10,000.  

Bricks- Wes Cave Reported on Pavers that would be installed on the patio (engraved) they will be purchased shipped to the engraver, engraved, Painted on the inside, sealed and returned. He access to several different colors, he will bring in a red paver next meeting.  Julie Bailey reported on a guy out of Winterset who engraves the pavers in place. 

Quick Books- Julie Bailey is working with Larry Ketelsen and Margret Morrison on the use of Quick Books a accounting system we are checking into using.  

Building Committee Report- We are checking into getting plans drawn up to “biddable drawings” threw the Earlham Building Center, leaving us with the ability to do some work on the interior with volunteers.   EBC did email Duane Caskey back asking about Legal Description of the site, do they want the mechanical included in the drawings, and EBC asked about Flag Storage area.  Legion Members will build the Flag area themselves.          

Building- Wes Cave approached the committee on putting up an all brick building. Using the pamphlet that was drawn up, Wes figured we would need approximately 18,732 bricks, leaving space for windows and doors and taking the brick up to the peak of the roof.  The brick would be approx 12” long x 3” wide x 2 5/8” thick. We would have the option of using different colored bricks on the interior rooms. 

Donation- Jim Eide reported he was contacted by RVC Wealth Management who advise him they had a client would like to donate 500 shares of Chevron Stock to the Redfield Legion for the building fund. The only condition to the donation is that the donor remains anonymous which was agreed upon. Jim Eide after talking to people cashed the stock in giving us a donation of approximately $35,000.00

H1N1 Flu:

Flu experts report the H1N1 Flu epidemic has not peaked yet. On a personal note one of my sister-in-law’s healthy young nephews living in Colorado contracted H1N1 influenza last fall, developed pulmonary complications, spent a month in intensive care on a ventilator and is still in a rehabilitation facility learning how to walk again. 

 

To protect your children all parents should see that their youngsters receive the H1N1 flu vaccine.  Of course parents should be immunized too.  Only those allergic to eggs or Neosporin should avoid flu vaccinations. The risks of complications from the flu are much higher than the chance of a serious adverse reaction to the flu immunization. Flu vaccination is the safest way to go.

Tree limbs should be cut up into four (4) foot sections and tied together so that the garbage hauler can take them.  Please place them on the curb next to your garbage toter.  Limbs can also be taken to the east end of Taylor Street and added to the pile already in place.  Also, if you have the new CFL (compact fluorescent bulbs) to dispose of, bring them to City Hall (unbroken) and they will be picked up and properly disposed of.  Thanks!

LAMPS (CFL’S)

The Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) recommends using CFL’s, rather than
incandescent bulbs.

They use 2/3 less energy than a standard incandescent light bulb.
CFL’s produce 70% less heat than the standard light bulb.

Each CFL contains five milligrams of mercury, a hazardous material,

PROPER DISPOSAL

s Like oil-based paint, garden chemicals, mercury thermostats, and other
hazardouns household jtems, CFL’s should be disposed of properly. Do not
throw CFL’s away in your household garbage, if better disposal options
exist.

s The Metro Waste Authority’s Regional Collection Center (RCC) for
Household Hazardons Waste in Bondurant can properly dispose of CFL’s at
no cost to residents from participating communities. Businesses will be
charged and should call the Regional Collection Center ahead to arrange
disposal (515) 967-5512.

Due to the fact that the bulbs contain mercury and phosphorus, should breakage
oceur in your home the recommendation for clean-up is as follows:

1. Clear the area of persons where the bulb broke for 10 to 15 minutes.

2. Sweep up and place residual glass into the trash. The phosphoras and
mercury will vaporize during breakage.
