Redfield Lions News

Ardie Klemish of Adair, Iowa was the guest speaker at the Redfield Lions Club dinner meeting on October 8, 2007.  She spoke about the Iowa Lions Foundation and said that $155,000 of the Foundation’s annual budget of $300,000 is distributed to Kid Sight II.  Kid Sight II is an eye-screening program of the Lions to check young children for eye problems.  The rest of the budget is distributed to the Iowa Lions Eye Bank, the Cochlear Implant Center, the Iowa Lions Hearing Aid Bank, and the Iowa School for the Deaf.

Klemish also talked about the Leader Dog program for the blind.  Forty thousand people go blind each year and need a leader dog.  It costs about $38,000 for each dog.  This cost includes training and maintaining the facility where they are bred.  Klemish said that only Golden Retrievers and Black Labs are used now, but Collies are being tested.  German Shepherds are not used, she said.  No federal or state funding is available for this program.  IT exists solely on donated funds.

All Lions members have been busy canvassing the Redfield area for Christmas wreath sales.  This is one of the Lions annual fundraisers that helps support their many projects.  The wreaths will be delivered shortly after Thanksgiving.  The Lions depend upon the use of the phone to contact individuals, however several Lions found that individuals assigned to them did not have telephone numbers listed or did not return calls.  Anyone interested in purchasing a wreath from the Redfield Lions can contact any member of the local club.

The Lion’s members cleaned up the two-mile stretch of highway P46 north of Redfield on Saturday, October 20.  Twelve people participated and were treated to brownies and pop after the work was finished.
