Legion Building Community Center
The meeting was called to order by Jim Eide at 9am on Saturday September SEPTEMBER 19, 2009.  The August Secretary’s report was read and Treasure’s report was given by Jim Eide.  Have $35,646.91 in the account.  Jim Introduced extra people in attendance.
Discussed whether to move the Lions sign.  Legion sign will probably be placed further south of the Lions message sign.  Bid on asbestos removal is 1,575.00    Demolition of buildings will be done by Randy Kennedy of Slater. Asbestos is located on heat run and eve’s trough. There is a 10 day waiting period between removal of asbestos and demolition.  The buildings should be down next month and if we need to bring in fill the Light Brothers Trucking has agreed to bring in the fill.
City employees have located the water shut off for the bait shop/library. This will be the feed for the new building.  City guys also located the water feed for Denny old building and have cut that feed off. Sewer lines for the two buildings have been located and we will decide later which feed to use during final plans for construction.   Gas has been shut off and Electric has been disconnected. 
We have approximately 4 bids on the new building.  The bid sheet we are working off is for everything inside & Building, we do hope to have a lot of voluntary work done by citizens to save expense. 
We have been awarded a 9,000 dollar grant from the Dallas County Foundation to be awarded to the LBC (Legion Building Committee) on September 29th at the Hotel Patee.  We should hear about the grant from Prairie Meadows after the first of the year. Julie Bailey has also talked to us about the State of Iowa community Cultural Grant which is due March 1st and is up to 25,000. 
On Monday the September 14th, at the Lions Club meeting the District governor advised several of the LBC members (who are also Lions club Members) of a grant we can apply for through the Lions International Organization.  Charles Arnburg will follow up for the Lions.  District governor also told members about a nursery that was selling burning bush plants to clubs for fundraisers. 
Jim Eide and Julie Bailey are working on a letter to send out to Alumni of the school. Dustan Lantz asked if the list includes student who graduated from West Central Valley.  Julie Bailey is working on a tax letter for anyone donating to the building fund. 
Discussed having a Fun Run and try to do the Fun Run in association with Old Settlers. Member will contact Bryce Miller and Rex Harvey for recommendations and suggestions.  Julie Bailey brought up the idea of the Legion getting a line of credit from the bank. The Masonic Lodge in Adel did this with a 10yr note and paid it off in 6 years. Discussion was held on the subject.  Motion was made by Julie Bailey 2nd by Margaret Morrison that The Legion Building Committee “recommend” to the Redfield American Legion to get a line of credit from the bank for funding for the New American Legion Community Building.   Motion Passed… We talked about the order of events for the Auction held on Sept. 20 in association with the Historical Society.  Adorned 9:56  Next Meeting is Oct. 17th  9am at the Legion Hall.  We the citizens need to Network on stuff for and stuff that can be done for OUR Community Building.

Dallas County Foundation Funds Nineteen Grants

On the evening of September 29 at the Hotel Pattee in Perry the Dallas County Foundation grant awards to nineteen Dallas County organizations totaling $90,000. This was the third year that grants were available to non-profit organizations wanting to fund projects that address significant community issues and improve the quality of life for the residents of Dallas County. The 2009 grants ranged in size from $600 to $9,000.

The mission of the Dallas County Foundation is to foster private giving, strengthen service providers, and improve the condition of the communities and rural areas of Greater Dallas County.  The DCF strives to improve the quality of life through support of activities for the citizens of Dallas County in the following areas: arts and culture, youth development, education, health and human services, recreation, environment and community betterment.  

Recipients of the 2009 grants include the following:  Adel Public Library (computer software), Adel Police Department (defibrillators), Adel Historical Museum (heating and cooling system), Adel Concerned Citizens (improvements to courthouse square), Redfield American Legion Post 0261(new legion hall and community building), Clive Public Arts Commission (art piece to honor Shuler Mines), Children and Families of Iowa (computer), Dallas Center Parks and Recreation (playground equipment), DeSoto Public Library (computer software), Dexter Public Library (computers and shelving), Dexter Community Foundation (historical marker for 1948 plowing match), Woodward Public Library (computers), Granger Parks and Recreation (landscaping), HomeCare Services (bus), Hospice of Central Iowa (computer software), City of Perry (Union Pacific Depot landscaping), City of Perry ( bike lockers on bike trail), Minburn Public Library (computers and printers), Minburn Community Betterment (historic railroad depot restoration). 

The grant process started in January with the grant submission deadline of April 20th.  The grant committee of the Dallas County Foundation Board reviewed 36 grants and approved 19 for allocation of funds in September.  Recipients will have eighteen months to complete their project and submit a final report.

Over the past three years, the foundation has awarded more than $237,000 for 51 projects, with funds coming from state gambling taxes.  Private donations are being sought and accepted for an endowment fund to support future grant projects.

The DCF was established in 2005. The Board is comprised of 12 members; three drawn from each quadrant of Dallas County and three members at large.   Board members include Viivi Shirley, president; Steven Brody, vice president; Scott C. Cirksena, secretary; Dean W. Boettcher, treasurer; D. Paul Bissinger; Susan Brelsford; Chuck Fagen; Marty Glanz; Cheryl Semerad; Dan Spellman; Alice Wicker, and Robert M. Sturgeon.
