Canine Parvo Virus Can Be Prevented
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Stuart Veterinary Clinic would like to inform everyone of a recent epidemic of Canine Parvo Virus in the area.  Parvo Virus can infect both wild and domestic canines, and is transmitted primarily by the fecal-oral route after animals have been exposed to contaminated feces.

Young puppies are most often affected, however, dogs of any age that have intestinal parasites (worms) or are stressed can also be highly susceptible.  Some of the first signs that may be observed include: lethargy, lost of appetite, fever progressing to vomit and diarrhea, often with blood.  A quick 8-minute test of the feces provides a diagnosis of Parvo Virus.

We would like to remind pet owners that vaccination is the key to preventing Parvo Virus.  Puppies are eligible for their first vaccination at 6 weeks of age and should be boostered twice at 3-4 week intervals for optimal immunity.  It is also very important to remember that after the first year of age, annual boosters are necessary to keep immunity strong.  It is not harmful to vaccinate a dog even if you are unsure of its previous vaccination history, so please keep your pet healthy and help prevent of the spread of Canine Parvo Virus.
